Instructions for Submitting Comment Letters to the USCIS on its Fee Proposal:

Comment letters must be submitted to the USCIS by July 26, 2010.  There are two ways that you can respond:

· On-line

You can submit your comment letter on-line through the “Federal eRulemaking Portal” at www.regulations.gov.  On the portal, enter “Proposed Rules” in the “Select Document Type” box, and put a check in the “Open For Comment/Submission” box underneath it.  Enter “naturalization” in the Keyword box, and click on the “Search” button.  This will bring up a page where you can scroll down and click on “Submit a Comment.”  You can then enter your comments on the next page that appears.
